Fleas are extremely persistent so your cooperation is absolutely imperative in order to gain control.  Prior to our visit you will have been instructed to vacuum THOROUGHLY.  This means to vacuum not only your carpets, but also all other floor surfaces.  You will also need to vacuum inside all upholstered furniture, under beds and other items.  After treatment you will need to vacuum like this repeatedly, every other day, for two weeks.  Vacuum bag should be discarded after every use.  Failure to do this WILL result in a return of your flea problem!

Everything that can be lifted from the floors must be… this includes toys, magazines and newspapers, dirty clothing, etc.  Throw rugs and pet beds should be laundered in the wash on hot while we are treating the house if not discarded.

Before our visit your animals need to be taken to your veterinarian for a flea dip.  Home flea dip and the products used at pet salons WILL NOT work.  These products are of lesser strength and quality.  Your vet is qualified to use full strength, professional grade products.  It is also important to have the vet prescribe Frontline, Advantix or a similar on-animal product for your pet and to use it as directed.

Flea treatment will involve application of a liquid mist to all floor surfaces and upholstered furniture.  It will need to dry before you re-enter the home or sit on the furniture.  To speed this, leave all ceiling fans running and A/C units on high.  

You will be out of the house for about two hours, although treatment does not take that long.  It is necessary that you stay out once you leave.  Early return may result in a slip and fall accident or exposure to wet pesticides.  Product used is mixed as a powder in water and may leave a dusty appearance on some dark surfaces.  This may be easily wiped off. 
Flea kick ups are common… you may see fleas from time to time over the next six to eight weeks.  This is NORMAL.  The materials we have applied will kill these hatching fleas.  Please be patient.  We WILL NOT re-treat within eight weeks.
